Township Manager
1. The Township Manager advised the Board that they are in receipt of written notification from the Zoning Officer regarding the approval of the Township’s Zoning Appeal for the variance relating to height as same applies to the fence installation in the Chestnut Grove Towne Garden Development.  As the Board will recall, the fence replaces the arborvitae at the location where the Township replaced the sanitary sewer lines in the area adjacent to the current Days Hotel facility.  
2. The Township Manager advised Council that she has presented them with documentation regarding a request for additional construction signs at the Willowbrook Road construction location for the FedEx project as well as a reduction in the speed limit during the construction from 35 mph to 25 mph.  The Township Engineer commented that the Federal Government allows a reduction in miles per hour up to 10 miles per hour in construction areas for safety purposes without any studies or other investigations being conducted.  There was some discussion with respect to the Township’s liability in the event that Hanover did not reduce the speed limit as Allen Township will be doing in this instance.  The Township Attorney commented that the start of the construction area is in Hanover Township.  However, the Township Engineer also noted that he has tried to make it specifically clear to the construction company that no work related to the work construction and widening in Hanover Township is to be performed until all required agreements/easements are fully executed.  Should the Township acknowledge the installation of the signage including the speed limit reduction same does not constitute an approval or authorization by the Township to proceed with any roadwork within Hanover Township.  In resolution of this matter, the Board made the following Motion:


Motion:   I move that Hanover Township agrees with the reduction of the speed 


    limit on Willowbrook Road from the current speed limit to a 10 mile 


    reduction during the construction phase of the FedEx project as well as 


    appropriate signage which will be put in place on Willowbrook Road 


   during construction.

The Township Engineer advised the Board that the final payment application has 
been approved for the Chestnut Grove Sanitary Sewer Project as well as the 2016 
Road Program Project.  Mr. Kortze noted that the Chestnut Grove Project was less 
than the contract amount in part due to the fact that the installation of the fence 
was eliminated from the contract and a few other adjustments which were made.  
The 2016 Road Program number was a few dollars higher.  However, he knew 
there had been a few issues with grade and a little more black top was required.  
However, the Road Program was a successful project.

With respect to the installation of the fence in Chestnut Grove, Council was 
advised that the fence is scheduled to be installed on Friday.

The Township Attorney advised the Board that his items on the Agenda, but with 
respect to an update on the penalties/fines revisions to the Codification, he 
noted that his office is still working on completion of that project.

Bill No. 2016-05, An Ordinance Amending Chapter 18, Part 3 (Sewer Rates, 
Rents and Charges), Section 303 and Section 304 (Flat Rates) of the Statutory 
Code of Hanover Township (Introduce)



Bill No. 2016-05 was introduced at this time with a Public Hearing on same to be 
held on Wednesday, November 16, at 7:30 p.m.  It was noted that this proposed 
Ordinance will raise sewer rates for all Township residents by 25 cents per 
thousand gallons.


2.
Bill No. 2016-06, An Ordinance Amending Chapter 18, Part 9 of the Statutory 
Code of Hanover Township to Provide a FOG Ordinance Administrator, to 
Require Repair or Replacement of Broken Grease Traps/Interceptors within 30 
days, to Require Reporting and Cleanup of Overflows and to Provide for 
Revocation of Required Permits and Increased Penalties up to $5,000 for 
Violations of the FOG Ordinance (Introduce)



At this point in the meeting, the Township Attorney reviewed with Council the 
contents of the proposed Ordinance.  He noted definitions which have been added, 
one which provides for a FOG administrator being a person designated by the 
Township Manager to administer the FOG Ordinance, issue permits, conduct 
expenses, inspections, issue citations for violations of this part and otherwise 
enforce provisions of the Ordinance.  Attorney Eaton reviewed with the Board all 
the additions to the existing legislation, in particular, there was a discussion 
regarding the various penalties for various violations which have been added to 
this Ordinance.  Jeff Mouer, the Township Maintenance Supervisor was present at 
the meeting and advised the Board that he will most logically be the FOG 
administrator.  He noted that the process has been going very well and the costs 
have been reimbursed so that the Township breaks even with respect to the 
process.  He noted  in questioning by Vice Chairman Heimbecker that he was 
not aware at this time as to how much additional time and effort will be necessary 
for enforcement of the new Ordinance.  He did note, however, that Keystone, 
through their representative, has provided him with his expertise, which has been 
very beneficial to him in the efforts to regulate and enforce these requirements.  
Mr. Mouer did note that violators will be handled just as any criminal case would 
be conducted.  Mr. Mouer concluded that he felt that the Township should 
monitor this over the next year to see how things work out and whether or not 
there is any need for additional personnel, etc.
